Achievement Hour Guidelines – Mr. Rupp (2017-2018)
Purpose:   The purposes of Achievement Hour are as follows: 

1) To have time to complete a College Planning Course through M-CAN (Thursdays until completed)
2) To allow time to get homework completed (M-W-F) and receive additional help from teachers
3) To improve reading skills/fluency (only on Tuesdays until College Planning is completed, then Tuesday/Thursday)
4) To become better organized and prepared students 
Guidelines:
                      1) You must have your Agenda Book to leave the classroom.

2) You must have your Agenda Book signed by a teacher prior to Achievement 
      Hour to receive permission to leave.     

3) You must sign out on a sign-out sheet when leaving the area. 

                      4) You must be working on something academic; if you have everything caught up, 
                            then you must read during the hour!
5) You must work quietly.  Permission from the teacher must be given to work with 
      someone else on group projects.
Grading:

     This year all seniors will be again participating in a condensed college planning course through Michigan College Access Network, or M-CAN.  It is intended to emphasize the importance of a college education and to equip students with the insights/background needed to make wise personal decisions regarding post-secondary learning.  Students will be involved in this program on Thursdays for as long as it takes to complete the course work.  Tuesdays will be set aside for silent reading; Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays will be normal Achievement Hour activities. 

     Note:  Grades for Achievement Hour are PASS/FAIL—not a letter grade!!!  Unlike the rest of your classes, 77 percent will constitute a passing grade. 
      The daily grade consists of three points per day—one point for bringing your Agenda Book to class (must be using it effectively), one point for daily work/reading/college planning course (additional points for completion of handouts), and one point for attitude/behavior.  Cooperative behavior and maintenance of a quiet atmosphere are expected during Achievement Hour.
     STAR testing for reading skills will take place at the beginning of each trimester and at the end of the year.  Students are expected to do their very best since teachers are using this data to make decisions regarding school improvement goals.
